Braropgapro 3a BEUMaHHeE.
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Distinguished Mr.President,

Eight years ago in Durban the international community made an important
step towards the elaboration of common approach to fight against racism, racial
discrimination and xenophobia. The Durban outcome documents did not come out
easily, but it was a breakthrough that gave hope to many of us that racism could be
overcome,

Much has changed since Durban, but, regrettably, racism, ethnic and religious
intolerance have not vanished. We have to admit that these social diseases continue
to mutate and manifest themselves in more and more ugly forms.

The two new interrelated factors, globalization and the world financial and
economic crisis, only exacerbate these negative trends. In a number of countries we
are witnessing an increase in protectionism, the emergence of new dividing lines, the
uprising of xenophobia, social discord and interethnic tensions. Those are national
minorities who become hostages of this situation as they most frequently face
various manifestations of discrimination.

One should not forget that it is discrimination that serves as a breeding
ground, and sometimes — a cause, for global tragedies. Nazism with its theory of
racial superiority cultivated itself on discrimination. This practice resulted in the
Holocaust that caused enormous human loses. However, even today there are
discussions in some so called political circles about inferiority of certain
nationalities and ethnic groups.

Neo-Nazism exists not only as ideology but it also aggressively demonstrates
itself. The graves and monuments of those perished are desecrated and destroyed,
veterans are harassed while Nazi criminals are declared national heroes.
Glorification of the Nazis and their allies as well as the ideas of ethnic and national
superiority are frequently integrated into educational curricula, as well as into
platforms of political parties and policy of some states.

Certainly, we can chose to refrain from doing anything to combat these

negative phenomena under the pretext of defending the principle of unlimited

freedom. However, sooner or later such reluctance will only let the situation out of
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control and explode a powder cell. This may become a reality if we continue
neglecting moral, religious and ideological norms and values.

What we do need is another scenario, when the international community
agrees on minimum rules of mutual respect and commitments to observe them.
These rules are already reflected in traditions and religious consciousness of the
majority of peoples in the world. Our goal is to make use of this potential to

consolidate and bring us together.

Mr.President,

As you may know, Russia does its utmost to ensure fruitful, constructive and
result-oriented discussion at this forum. We have undertaken the most difficult task
to chair the Working group on the elaboration of the outcome document of the
Conference, understanding that consensus on its text is the prerequisite to the
success of our Conference.

Russia’s decision to become an engine of the Durban Review Conference is
backed by the rich historic experience of maintaining interethnic cohesion and
tolerance, interaction between confessions, cultures and traditions.

We do understand that such a multinational state as the Russian Federation
has no other way forward but to build multi-level system of cultivating tolerance and
respect for views and values of others, their beliefs and traditions.

Russia still faces many problems and difficulties. However, we are confident
that Russia’s mechanisms to combat ethnic intolerance and xenophobia are effective
enough.

Mr.President,

The Russian Federation stands for the Conference to give strong new impetus
to consolidate efforts in the ﬁghf against racism and racial discrimination. The most
important here is to renounce double standards which are especially destructive in
such a delicate sphere as interethnic and inter-confessional relations. It is essential
that all participants in this forum realize their responsibility for future developments

and demonstrate political will to achieve mutually acceptable decisions.
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The result will be worth of our efforts. This result is a stable tolerant society,

which has no place for chauvinism and xenophobia, ethnic or religious intolerance.
Only such a society will be able to overcome all challenges, come out of the crises
successfully and ensure welfare and prosperity for all.
